I f your childés pr
he or she may be committed to the Depart-
ment of Juvenile Justice and may be re-
moved from your care for a period of time in
order to receive more structured treatment.

If detained, a placement decision will
be made for your child within thirty-five (35)
days from the date of his or her commitment.
If there is not an order for detainment, your
child will remain in the community pending
placement.

detained. If this is the case, your child will be
detained in the juvenile detention center
closest to where the youth was picked up or
where the youth resides.

If probable cause IS found to exist,
then a revocation hearing will be scheduled.

e If it is found that a safety concern
exists, the youth will be detained
pending the revocation hearing.

e Ifitis found that no safety concern
exists, the youth will be released
from detention pending the revoca-
tion hearing in the community.

If probable cause DOES NOT exist,
then the youth will be released, if he or she
was detained, and the revocation process is
over for these specific alleged violations. The
youth will then return to the community on su-
pervised placement conditions.

If such a finding is made by the hear-
ing officer, the DJJ Director of Community &
Mental Health Services may proceed with
issuing the final decision letter advising that

tion for out of home placement.

If there is no such finding of condi-
tions violated or that revocation is not
warranted, the youth will remain in the com-
munity on conditions of supervised place-
ment.
