To plan for effective delinquency prevention
and early intervention, the family, school and com-
munity as a whole must be involved in addressing
the problems.

e Intervening immediately and effectively
when delinquent behavior occurs

DJJ Supervision

Youth who are probated or commit-
ted to DJJ and placed in the community shall
be visited and supervised by DJJ Staff. This
may include:

e Home visits

e School contacts

e Treatment Provider Contacts
e Office visits

e Random drug screening

e Curfew checks

When intensive treatment is neces-
sary, youth may be committed to the Depart-
ment. Committed youth are not always
removed from the home.

Per state law, commitment will gen-
erally end at the age of eighteen (18) but
can continue until the age of twenty-one (21)
in certain circumstances.

This may occur to assist youth in
establishing independent living arrangements
or to provide juvenile sexual offender treat-
ment afforded by law.
