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I. POLICY 
Programs shall provide a mechanism for rewarding juveniles who behave in a 
responsible way.  Rewards shall correspond to the degree of effort put forth. 

 
II. APPLICABILITY 

This policy shall apply to all regional juvenile detention centers. 
 

III.  DEFINITION 
 Refer to Chapter 700.  

 
IV. PROCEDURES 

A. Juveniles who demonstrate compliance with program rules and guidelines 
shall earn appropriate and available privileges.  

B. Potential privileges include:   
1. Extra recreation time; 
2. Special events participation; 
3. Later bedtime; 
4. Extra movie; 
5. Additional television time;  
6. Additional group recreation; 
7. Additional telephone time; 
8. Additional computer time; 
9. Special visits with siblings and significant others; and 
10. Special snacks. 
 

V. MONITORING MECHANISM 
The Superintendent or designee shall monitor compliance with this policy. The 
Quality Assurance Branch shall conduct annual program audits. 
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
